156.0125-157.4375 MHz and 160.6125-162.0375 MHz in the maritime mobile service

(APG19-5) from 31 July - 6 August 2019 in Tokyo, Japan.

GMDSS, and e-Navigation activities, taking into consideration IMO activities.
