Selection of Target States

“The Academy will primarily focus its capacity building efforts 

on those Target States with greatest need with a view of 

steadily reducing the total number of Target States.” (Quote 

from 2017 Master Plan)

If a State is on the target list, it has yet to demonstrate its 

capability to meet its obligations under SOLAS Chapter V so 

that Maritime Safety Information (MSI) and AtoN services are 

delivered to full international standards

Target States are assessed using a confidential matrix of the 

maturity of maritime management on one axis and the 

volume of traffic and degree of risk on the other (12 criteria 

on each axis)
