1. REPORT OF THE 44™ SESSION OF THE IALA VESSEL TRAFFIC SERVICES COMMITTEE (VTS44)

The 44™ Session of the VTS Committee was held at IALA Headquarters from 25 to 29 September
2017.

87 Delegates from 28 countries, 2 sister organisations and 5 observers participated in VTS44.
Significantly, this included 23 participants for the first time.

2. WORK CARRIED OUT

This was the seventh meeting for the 2014-2018 Work Programme and the VTS Committee
considered 39 input papers and produced 16 output papers and 6 working papers of three Working
Groups.

3. KEY OUTCOMES FROM THE SESSION INCLUDE:
The completion of the following new Recommendations and Guidelines:
e Guideline for setting and measuring VTS objectives;
e Recommendation on VTS Communications;
e Guideline on VTS VHF Voice Communication;
e Recommendation on Portrayal of VTS Information and Data;
e Guideline on VTS information exchange with allied or other services;
e Recommendation on Auditing and Assessing VTS.
Additions to the draft IALA Standard 1040 on VTS because of three new Recommendations.
The following liaison notes to Council were prepared:
e to approve the draft three new Recommendations and three new Guidelines as given above;
e to approve a workshop on harmonising the delivery of VTS communications;
e to note pro-active work prior to Work Programme 2018-2022;
The following liaison notes to other Committees and PAP were prepared:
e to ARM on the 2018 NAVGUIDE;

e to ARM on the Recommendation and Guideline of Mobile AtoN;
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e to PAP to consider the proposed 2018 — 2022 VTS Work Programme.
