Background

* May 2018 — The Maritime Safety Committee approved
the submission for a revision of Resolution A.857(20) on
Guidelines for Vessel Traffic Services at its 99th meeting.
(MSC 100/20/3)

* Feb 2019 - The IMO Sub-Committee on Navigation,
Communications and Search and Rescue (NCSR) will
commence the revision during the 2019-2020 biennium.

What’s Happening Now

* |ALA, through the expertise of the VTS Committee and a
Correspondence Group, is taking a coordinating role in
preparing a revised new Resolution for submission to the IMO

in late 2019, for its consideration during the
2019-2020 biennium.

* Correspondence Group:
* Over 30 Committee members from 20 organizations,
representing Competent Authorities, VTS Authorities, sister
organizations and industrial members.

 Have had 15 meetings since its formation in June 2018.
